Dear Panther Player Supporter:

The Theatre Department of Carver High School has an exciting year planned for the school and community.    In January, we will perform the musical In the Heights which we are once again entering in the Tommy Tune Awards. In November, we performed a Bad Year for Tomatoes at the Texas Thespian Festival.  In the spring, we will perform our annual Black History Show and UIL One Act Play.  At Carver High, we are training the students to pursue their skills on the professional level.  Currently, we perform five shows a year not including skits for schools, churches and the community.   We always conclude the year with a banquet to award student achievement.

Last year the musical Color Purple received 12 Tommy Tune nominations which included the coveted Best Musical.  The troupe won for Best Ensemble.  In previous years we have performed musicals such as Little Shop of Horrors, The Wiz Sweet Charity, DREAMGIRLS, Cinderella, Annie and You’re a Goodman Charlie Brown.     

The theatre department has been very successful in the past years winning major awards.  We have been successful at One Act play competition advancing Regionals in 2012 and to Area in 2005, 2008, 2011 and 2013.  Since 2006, Carver has received several Best Actress and Best Actor honors along with many All Star Cast, Honorable Mention, and technical awards at UIL OAP contests at the Zone and District Level.   In 2008, the theatre department was awarded with a plaque for the City of Houston Parks and Recreation department for outstanding work in the community.  Our department was featured in the Houston Chronicle in 2008- 2009.  
This year, 21 students competed at the Texas State Thespian festival and ALL 21 advanced to nationals. The qualifying events: Monologue, Duet Acting, Solo Musical, Duet Musical, Group Musical, Group Acting, Theatre Marketing and Stage Management. The monologue was chosen as a main stage finalist for best monologue of the festival.   Also at the state competition, Nyles Washington served on the Student State Board, which is the governing board of the Texas Thespians. This was his second year on the board and only about 12 students from the state of Texas are chosen yearly to serve on the board.  Washington also received 25 callbacks from universities at festival which was one of the highest numbers that any student received.
In order to continue doing high quality shows, we need your help.  Doing a full scale musical usually cost $10,000.   This normally covers royalties, sets, props, costumes, programs, musicians, choreographer, etc., not to mention the money spent on the other shows we do during the year.   We also need your help to get to nationals which cost about $1000 per student.   As a patron of the Panther Players, we look to you to help us continue the tradition of excellence.  All donations are tax deductible and checks should be made out to Carver High School Theatre.   All patrons will be recognized in our program booklet.
